Birding Areas & Highlights

From Glasgow Airport, drive and take the ferry over to Islay, where 30,000
Barnacle & Greenland White-fronted Geese over-winter, along with various
divers, grebes & sea-duck inc. Great Northern, Red-throated & Black-throated
Divers, Eider, Scaup, Common Scoter & Long-tailed Duck, Slavonian &
Black-necked Grebes. Resident birds on offer will be Golden & White-tailed
Eagles, Raven, Peregrine, Merlin, Red-billed Chough & Twite. Across the water
on Jura, Red Deer & Wild Goats roam together with Hen Harrier, both eagles &
the elusive Otter. Then an exciting day’s ferry crossing over to Colonsay,
looking out for cetaceans, Guillemots & Razorbills and visiting the beautiful
Colonsay House Gardens.

Ferry back to the Kintyre Peninsula, with firstly a short crossing over to Gigha
and visiting the lovely Achamore Gardens with its stunning variety of trees &
shrubs, watching out for Whooper Swans, Goosanders & Red-breasted
Mergansers. Then a further day’s ferry excursion to Arran looking out for more
Otters & Golden Eagles. Return to the mainland, en route crossing over to Bute
to visit Mount Stuart, the most famous Gothic House in Britain. Back to Glasgow
Airport late afternoon.
